5. Describe two adaptations of the herbivore you identified in question #4 and explain how it helps the organism survive. (4pts)
6. Find one of the small trees growing in this prairie habitat.  Describe its niche.  What are two of its roles in this ecosystem? (2pts)
7. Find a legume and draw its fruit.  Describe the niche of the legume in the nitrogen cycle. (3 pts)

8. Describe one example of how biotic factors in this prairie depend on abiotic factors in this field. (2pts)
9. Name two carnivores that likely live here.  Carnivores don’t have to be large mammals. (2pts)
10. Choose one plant, describe TWO adaptations and explain how this helps it survive. (4pts)
11. Imagine that the county decided to spray the prairie to kill all the mosquitoes.  Explain what might be one negative consequence to the other organisms living on the prairie and how this would occur?  (3pts)
12.  Draw a food web for organisms in this prairie.  Include at least five organisms.  Make sure the arrows point in the direction of energy flow.  (3 pts)

13. Draw an energy pyramid that represents the organisms in the food web you drew in #12.  Label each level with the trophic level (carnivore, herbivore, etc) and a type of organism in this field (mouse, snake, etc).  Show how much energy is available at each level.  Assume that 100% of the ecosystem’s energy is in the lowest trophic level.  (5 pts)
